Educational Institution "Russian Children's Center "Ocean”
and Institute For Camp Education

Federal State Budget Educational Institution "Russian Children's Center "Ocean”
(hereinafter - FSBEI "RCC "Ocean"), represented by Deputy Development Director
Seminiuda Natalia, acting on the basis of the power of attorney Ne 3-D from 01.01.2025,
on the one hand, and Institute For Camp Education (hereinafter - ICE), represented by the
president Aijun Nie, acting on the basis of the Charter on the other hand, together referred
to as “Parties”, have signed this Agreement as follows.

1. Subject of the agreement

1.1. The subject of this Agreement is the interaction of the Parties for the purpose
of expanding and deepening intercultural and educational ties between the Russian
Federation and Institute For Camp Education, on the basis of equal and mutual benefit, as
well as other purposes within their competence and in the interests of the Parties.

1.2. The foregoing Agreement may be a prerequisite for the conclusion of other

agreements on the implementation of areas of cooperation established by this Agreement.
2. Principles of cooperation

2.1. In organizing interaction and mutual exchange of information, the Parties shall

be guided by the following principles:

— legality and professionalism;

— strict compliance with the requirements to the special regime of storage and
processing of information constituting legally protected secrets and personal data.

3. Procedures and forms of cooperation

3.1. The Parties join their efforts to expand and deepen intercultural and educational
ties between Russia and China,

3.1.1. The Parties shall join their efforts to:

— develop and implement projects and programs in the field of education and

recreation of children, including general educational and thematic programs;

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— realize international cultural and educational exchanges among young people and
teachers of the countries;

— Implement programs to exchange experience and improve the professional skills
of education and recreation workers (counselors, teachers and other education workers):

—conduct additional professional development programs implemented at FSBEI
"RCC "Ocean";

—conduct and participate in scientific and practical conferences, exhibitions,
competitions, development and publication of joint scientific and scientific-

methodological works.

3.2. Cooperation between the Parties under this Agreement shall take the following

forms:

— - realization of international cultural and educational exchanges:;

— mutual training and internship of the Parties’ employees;

— consulting and methodological support in the areas of activities of the Parties;

— other types of interaction agreed upon by the Parties in accordance with the T’*ﬁ
legislation of both Parties. :

3.3. International cultural and educational exchanges are held to strengthen
solidarity and friendship, to develop contacts between the youth of the Russian Federation %
and the People's Republic of China.

— Conditions and terms are agreed and approved by the Parties additionally in each

specific case (see clause 1.2.).

3.4. The main content of cooperation on international cultural and educational
exchange programes:

—realization of cultural and educational events between the youth of Russia and
China;

— meetings and seminars for delegation leaders by mutual agreement of the Parties.

3.5. The Parties shall ensure the security of the delegation’s stay on the territory of
their State.

3.6. FSBEI "RCC "Ocean", informs Institute For Camp Education (ICE) in a timely
manner about the international events, programs, and professional development courses
being implemented.

3.7. Institute For Camp Education (ICE) identifies participants of international

events, programs, and advanced training courses within the allocated quotas to
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representatives of the partner organization and provides assistance in sending participants
to the FSBEI "RCC "Ocean",

3.8. Within the framework of cultural and educational exchanges, the Parties shall
provide each other with the necessary information for the preparation of the delegation's
program of stay no later than 60 days prior to the scheduled day of arrival.

3.9. The Parties shall provide mutual information support in mass media, including

by placing information about the other Party and joint events held on the information

portals (websites) of the Parties.

4. Terms of the agreement

4.1. The agreement shall become effective from the date of its signing and shall

remain in force until December 31, 2025.

4.2. Upon expiration of the Agreement, it shall be deemed extended for one year,
unless either Party notifies the other of its withdrawal from the Agreement no later than

thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the Agreement.

5. Final provisions

5.1. The actions of the Parties on the implementation of this Agreement shall be

coordinated by:

—from the side of FSBEI "RCC "Ocean"- the Department of International,
Interregional Cooperation and Protocol represented by Olga Shvetsova, Head of the
Department.
